Success: The workshop was organized by CRES as a parallel event of the 
Building Green Expo & Forum (5-8 /12/ 2008). During the event, 
the SOLPOOL project was presented by Dr I. Vougiouklakis 
(CRES). The available technologies, the environmental gains, 
the energy savings and system costs as well as the Impact Ad-
visor tool were presented by Ms Rozi Christodoulaki & Mr 
Dimitris Chasapis (CRES).  

Mr Kokkinos (SOLE SA) talked about the installed systems by 
SOLE SA in Crete and presented the installed system at “Re-
thimno Village hotel. 

The discussion was focused on technical & economical aspects.

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2 Workshop Preparation 

In the framework of the 2nd International Building Green Expo and Forum, CRES organized 
an event dedicated to the Solar Thermal Technologies. The event had two main sessions, 
one of which was “Solar Thermal Technologies for Outdoor Swimming Pools-SOLPOOL”.  

The Solpool workshop was referring both to solar thermal systems installers and pool own-
ers and operators. 

The promotion of the workshop was accomplished through: 

 common press release by CRES press office for the Solar Thermal Technologies 
event (local press, monthly e-newsletter of Hellenic Technical Chamber) (4.4) 

 announcement on CRES website calendar and homepage [1] 

 announcement on Green Building Expo website [2]  

 announcement on Solpool website (Greek pages) [3] 

 350 invitations were distributed to the SOLPOOL db entries and relevant CRES db 
entries 

3 Workshop Performance 

124 participants attend to the SOLPOOL workshop, which was held at Expo’s, from 16.00 to 
20.00 (see programme 4.2). The attendants were solar thermal installers, engineers (private 
and public sector) and architects, pool owners and a small number of hoteliers. The evalua-
tion questionnaire was distributed during the workshop to the attendants, 37 of which re-
turned the evaluation questionnaire filled. All the attendants received a folder with the work-
shop material (brochure, flyer, cd-rom, newsletter, questionnaire etc). 

3.1 Presentations 

During the event the key speakers presented the following topics: 

 “Solpool – Solar Energy Use for outdoor swimming pools, an IEE Project”, Dr Ioannis 
VOUGIOUKLAKIS , CRES 

The presentation included a short presentation of CRES activities, the main scope of 
the project, the consortium, the target groups and key actors, the main activities and 
the expected results of the project, as well as the contact details of the technical help 
desk.  

  “Solar thermal technologies for outdoor swimming pool heating”, Rozi CHRISTO-
DOULAKI, CRES 

The principle, the components of the system, planning & dimensioning, cost and 
benefits, environmental gains and good practice examples, were the main topics of 
this presentation. 
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 “The Impact Advisor Tool”, Dimitris CHASAPIS, CRES 

Mr D. Chasapis proceeded to a detailed presentation of the Impact Advisor tool (ver-
sion 1 & 2), which included the assumptions required data, input & output as well as 
examples of calculations for different locations, collector types etc, considered for the 
employment of the tool.  

 Rethimno Village Hotel example, F. Kokkinos, SOLE S.A. 

Mr. Kokkinos presented the solar system for air-conditioning and pool heating of Re-
thimno Village Hotel. The system was planned and installed by SOLE SA and Mr 
Kokkinos (company representative) mainly focused on the technical and economic 
details of the project.

3.2 Discussion 

The focal points of the following discussion consisted of technical issues (type of collectors, 
dimensioning and planning for ST for pool heating and domestic hot water production etc) 
and economic details, including the availability of funding schemes and the effects of lack of 
incentives on the st projects’ implementation.  

3.3 Conclusion 

The feedback from the attendants about the quality of the event was especially positive. The 
owners had the opportunity to get information about the available systems & costs not only 
from the project’s outcomes but also directly from installers of such systems that participated 
in the workshop. The ST installers, on the other hand, were very interested on the Impact 
advisor tool and most of them would like to use it as a simplified tool for their rough estima-
tions (mostly for on-situ visits). Moreover, attendants coming from the technical sector, sug-
gested a more detailed illustration of the technical presentations as well as the embracement 
of solutions on common technical problems that usually occur (during the installation proc-
ess or operation). These suggestions will be considered during the preparation of the next 
technical workshop.
